A charter was filed January 7,
1970; trustees were appointed;
and a building site was selected at
Peace River Park, near Bartow.
This site, with 75 landscaped acres
and three lakes, was acquired
through a 99-year lease on April
19, 1971.

A few months later, Bartow
Architect Les Pickett was hired
t0 design the first facilities.

Ground breaking ceremonies
were held on August 27, 1971,
and shortly afterward Resident
Director Haag established his resi-
dence at the site in a mobile
home.

Record keeping and other ad-
ministrative functions are current-
ly being handled at the Boys
Ranch, but they will gradually

be transferred to the Villa. For’

Long range planning for pro-
gram and facilities is well under
way. However, The Villa, like the
Boys Ranch, is supported entirely
by voluntary contributions; and
the pace of its future development
will be determined by the success
of fund raising efforts.
