Ranch Alumni Association “Our Friend Award.” Presented in
1971 by Boys Ranch Alumni Association Officers Bobby Malone
(left) and Wally Edwards, this award always remained the most
significant and meaningful honor ever received by Carl Stauffer.
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Many of you have enjoyed reading the stories Carl
wrote over the past 40 plus years. He captured the
essence of young lives changed forever. Quietly and
faithfully working behind the scenes, he understood
the power of his work and the far reaching influence of
a story that should and must be told.

Carl’s interest in the Youth Ranches always
remained strong. Over the past few years, my wife
and I would meet Carl and his wife, Louise, for
breakfast. I was always uplifted by his good humor
and his obvious care for people. Even during the past
year, as he battled the disease that eventually took him
from us, his concern for others and great sense of
humor remained vibrant and alive.

He
wrote the stories and you responded. His legacy is
reflected in your generous support of our boys and
girls. As we honor and remember Carl, we are
dedicating this issue of The Rancher to him.

With a'strong, confident voice, he began to
describe his past. Chuck explained that his mother
and father were not around much during his teenage
years. He moved around from place to place and
typically wore out his welcome pretty fast. In fact,
Chuck was literally living with neighbors when a
school counselor suggested he consider moving to the
Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch.

At first, the idea did not appeal to him — moving
into a home with nine other boys. But, after an initial
visit and a good look at the farm, Chuck figured it
wouldn’t be that bad. He liked horses, the large
cottages were beautiful and he really didn’t have
anywhere else to go.

Chuck was a hard worker and immediately got a
job at the Ranch. He passed the tractor test and took
great pride in caring for the animals. School was ok,
but there were many days he tried to get out early by
convincing the teacher of some great need for his help
at the farm. All that time driving the tractor would
come in handy in the military.

Halfway through his senior year, Chuck returned
to his hometown and obtained his high school
dipolma. He enlisted in the Air Force and headed off
to basic training. Currently assigned to McGuire Air

When he lived at the Boys Ranch, Chuck had a special interest in
the farm. He always enjoyed caring for and riding the horses.

Force Base, Airman Register loads air cargo with
efficient precision and skill.

Last year, Chuck was deployed to the Middle
East. During this journey, he had plenty of time to
reflect on his past. He made a conscious decision to
give back to the Boys Ranch. Airman Register
purchased an American Flag and had it flown over a
combat mission in Afghanistan. He had the flag
folded, framed and certified, then carefully carried it
all the way home for presentation to Youth Ranches
President Roger Bouchard.

This articulate and impressive young soldier told
the Sheriffs that moving to the Boys Ranch was the
turning point in his life - a life turned away from the
temptation of delinquency and focused on the service
and protection of our country.

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Q: What is the relationship
between the Florida Sheriffs
Association and the Florida
Sheriffs Youth Ranches?

The Florida Sheriffs Association is the founding organization of
the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches.

The Florida Sheriffs Association is made up of Honorary,
Business, and Law Enforcement Members who pay yearly dues
of $20. The Florida Sheriffs Association actively supports the
Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches and other law enforcement
related programs.

The mission of the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches is to
prevent juvenile delinquency and develop lawful, productive
citizens through a broad range of family centered services. We
have four residential sites, two camps, and three Opportunity
Stores located throughout Florida. We provide residential
services, camping services, family counseling services and
other delinquency prevention programs to meet the changing
needs of Florida’s children and families.

The Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches
accepts donations in any amounts and uses
these gifts to support the children in our
care. Voluntary gifts are a primary source of
funding. Charitable gifts, bequests, wills
and trusts can be earmarked to benefit any
of the statewide programs.

The Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches is nationally accredited
by the Council on Accreditation of Services for Families and
Children, Inc. and the American Camping Association. Since
1957, the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches has touched the lives
of over 55,000 boys, gitls, and their families.

While both organizations work very closely together on
many issues, each administers its own program through a
separate Board of Directors. Gifts to either the Florida Sheriffs
Association or the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches are tax
deductible.

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the classroom. School work comes

easy for them as they flourish in a
structured learning environment. They
make good grades and breeze through the
school year because they love to read and write.

However, other children cringe at the thought of
school. Books and tests strike fear in their hearts and they
will try anything to get out of a school assignment. Over
the years, they have experienced rejection and ridicule in
the traditional school environment. They react with anger
and a lack of respect for the value of a good education.

Many of our youngsters have struggled in school.
When asked about school, they shrug their shoulders and
smirk. We know they are bright and capable, but they have
lost interest in their education. Behavior issues and a lack
of accountability cause them to slip through the cracks of
the educational system.
