= Throughout my
Changl ng years, I have been
Times blessed to see so

many changes with-

in the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches. I
have witnessed the accomplishments of
children who were considered by many to
be on the path of self-destruction. I have
seen firsthand what it means to a child
when they arrive at one of our residential
communities and grasp that they are go-
ing to live in a family- like home - a home
with house parents who love them, guide
them and nurture them. They’re amazed to
have someone in their lives to cheer them
onward and help them celebrate each small
step forward. They are grateful when some-
one is there when they fail and helps them
pick up the pieces as they start over.

Since [ first arrived our agency has
grown and developed in so many differ-
ent ways, like the creation and expan-
sion of our camping programs. In 1985, we
were serving 500 boys and girls a year in
our summer camp program. Today we reg-
ularly serve over 5,000 per year and not
just in summer camp but in all types of
camp programs designed to meet the im-
mediate needs of so many children. While
our camp programs may not be long term
like our residential communities, they do
provide long term benefits with personal

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growth and development. As I have told new
camp counselors for over 25 years, camp is
a special place because the positive memo-
ries created will remain with these children
throughout their lifetime.

There have been so many changes since
I first arrived. Another major change will be
taking place on September 30th with the
retirement of our current President Rog-
er Bouchard. Roger began his journey with
the Youth Ranches 24 years ago when he
was hired as the Resident Director of the
Boys Ranch.

It was during our first encounter that
he and I became friends. In fact I remem-
ber our first meeting as we decided to do
something unconventional. Instead of sit-
ting around an office we went outside for a
long walk. In this first of many discussions
we found many common bonds that helped
to create our lifelong friendship.

During Roger’s tenure as President he
has remained in so many ways uncon-
ventional. He came into an agency with a
top down management style which was so
very common in that day and age. Roger
changed that by a implementing a culture
of inclusion, where ideas were welcomed
as long as you brought evidence to support
your recommended changes.

He made it clear that risks were accept-
able and a necessary part of growth and
change. It was okay under Roger’s leader-
ship to fail and experience the accompany-
ing discomfort when it occurred. He was al-
ways there to help pick up the pieces, offer-
ing advice to work through the process and
begin again. In so many ways Roger em-
bodies the role of the house parent or camp
counselor who works daily with our chil-
dren. Like them he has been there over the
years with words of encouragement, wisdom
and comfort when needed, but always driv-
ing us to succeed.

On October 1st, I will assume the role of
President and in this new role I will face im-
mense responsibilities. | am very blessed
and I give thanks to God for having allowed
me to not only work under Roger’s leader-
ship but for creating a lifelong friendship in



the process. You see, I am taking on a role
in which I know there will be many chal-
lenges. Over the next several years our
agency will face continual changes nec-
essary for stability and long term growth.
There is however, something already in
place which significantly impacts long term
planning. It is the positive culture of faith,
open communication and trust that Rog-
er instituted during his time as President.
He built a leadership team that I am fortu-
nate to inherit. Our team of people embrac-
es change, promotes creativity and endures
the daily challenges with the boldness of
faith.

Times are changing and it can appear,
more often than not, frightening. Howev-
er change is always necessary.

Week, af-
ter week, his words spoke directly to me; I
started to feel like God was using the Chap-
lain to get my attention. I have made some
very bad choices. It took some time before I
believed I could change my future. Believing
you can be different than the environment
you came from is hard. I have made some
great changes in my life this year. I have a
great support system at the Ranch but some-
times you need someone else — God is that
someone else. When I graduate my relation-
ship with God will help me as I continue on
this path of positive change for my life. He
will be with me wherever I am." *
