On the cover, and in an article in this 

issue of The Rancher, you will see and read how 

youngsters at the Boys Ranch can participate in a unique 

farm program in which they are assigned a calf and given 
the responsibility to care for and train the animal. As the 

article brings out, this takes a great deal of time, effort and 

commitment to accomplish. A boy will sperid many hours, 
over several months, caring for their animal, grooming it, 

and training it to walk on a lead rope. Typically, it is a slow 

process requiring a great deal of patience on the part of the 

young man, the Farm Manager, and I am sure - the calf! 

Working with the boys and girls who come to the 
Youth Ranches can be compared to the process of raising or 
training a calf. It often takes time, patience and commitment 
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over many months before we begin to see 

progress. Many different staff members care 

for these youth and help train them in the val­
ues, skills, and habits which will enable them 

to reach their goals. There are joys along the 

way, but also disappointment, as progress often 

seems to take the path of "two steps. forward, 

one step back." 

Although there are similarities between 

the process of raising a calf and raising a child, 
the analogy ultimately fails because the reward is so differ­

ent, and the stakes are so much higher. We are not working 

for the applause of the crowd at the county fair or for a blue 

ribbon. Our reward is to see a change in the life of a young 

person that will allow him or her to be a successful and pro­
ductive student, worker, family member and citizen. 

As you read this issue of The Rancher, you will tlrink 

of the youth who are currently in this process, as well as 

some of our alumni who have put these skills to good use 

as adults. Thank you so much for being a part of tltis work 
through your time, gifts, support and prayers.

Calf Muscles 
In the fall each year, a delicate life cycle 

continues when a new herd of calves are 
born on the Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch 
farm. Like any newborn, these animals are 
young and vulnerable to their new environ­
ment. As a resident of the Boys Ranch, 
youth are encouraged to select a calf and 
help raise it. 

As the calves grow into an adult steer or 
heifer, our boys follow their progress. Work­
ing on the farm with these animals is not 
only a job and a responsibility, but also a 
privilege. Only those boys truly devoted to 
the welfare and well-being of the animals 
will earn the opportunity to raise a steer or 
heifer, and the right to exhibit as a member 
of the 4-H Spring Livestock Show in associ­
ation with the Suwannee County Fair. Com­

Tam:ing such a large animal 
gives boys a greater sense of pride than reach­
ing the next level of their favorite video game 
or winning a race at school Hour upon hour 
of free time is spent caring for each and every 
steer and heifer, free time that some other 
youngsters would spend in front of the tele­
vision or finding trouble with friends. The 
Steer and Heifer Program at the Boys Ranch 
provides our youth with healthy and worth­
while alternatives.

Boys who had been hesitant to make friends 
or trust fellow peers will suddenly open up 
and share their feelings. Those who had 
been suffering from failing grades may 
become honor roll students. And, the boys 
who had been disrespectful and disobedient 
will become disciplined and respectful; some 
may even grow into leaders, showing others 
what is right, rather than what is wrong. 

"I like being able to build a relationship 
with the animals," said Earl. "It's the best 
education I could get." 

Not everyone will receive ribbons or 
win an award for their prize steer or heifer, 
but winning is not the point of this exercise. 
Like a marathon runner, the objective is to 
simply finish the race. Completing the Steer 
and Heifer Program is in itself the greatest 
accomplishment of all. To compete, to fol­
low through with honor and discipline, set­

A Message from Youth Ranches 
Vice President Financial Development

Many of you have already made your individual 
personal plans for charitable giving and included the 
Youth Ranches youngsters as beneficiaries of your 
estate. Still others are seeking a way to help. 

Recently, there has been increased interest in the 
financial community toward the arrangement of char­
itable contributions and planned gifts. This increased 
activity and promotion by banks, stockbrokers and 
mutual fund purveyors provides greater opportuni­
ties for the efficient processing or handling of charita­
ble contributions, both by the donor and the charities 
involved. 

For example, one very well known mutual fund 
operation has recently reported they have received 
more than $2 billion dollars in their donor advised 
charitable giving fund. This money has been con­
tributed since 1992 when the fund began providing 
this service. Over $1 billion dollars has been dis­
tributed to 50,000 nonprofit organizations located in 
the United States. 

The donor advised funds handled in this manner 
are similar to donor advised funds handled by local 

community foundations. However, with the mutual 
fund company, the amount required to create the donor 
advised fund is less than would typically be required 
through a community foundation. The costs to estab­
lish and administer these funds are also lower. 

There are advantages for a donor in creating a 
donor advised fund, whether through a mutual fund 
company or within a community foundation. Both 
enable donors to tum over cash or appreciated secu­
rities, claim a charitable deduction, and then recom­
mend how, when and to which charities to distribute 
the money. 

Donor advised funds might be created in a year 
or years of high income and charitable contributions 
given out of the fund in future years. The advantage, 
of course, is the immediate income tax deduction cre­
ated when the donor advised fund is established. 
Additional contributions to the fund are also 
deductible. 

Donor advised funds provide an opportunity for 
those who are charitably minded and want a stream­
lined method of giving with flexibility and efficient 
record-keeping built into the process.

Growing up in the 50s was 
supposed to be easy, right? 
"Leave It To Beaver" portrayed 
the typical household scene. 
Sure, things were different back 
then, simpler and safer, but not 
everyone lived like the Cleavers. 
There were still common perils, 
.abuse and poverty and neglect. 
Some youngsters had nowhere 
else to turn but to the arms of 
delinquency.

The Edwards brothers were the 
first enrollees from Leon Country in 1959.

Wally Edwards joined the Marine Corps, worked as 
a Deputy with the Polk County Sheriff's Office for eight 
years and now owns a security company that provides 
alarm service to the Youth Villa in Bartow. Brother Mike 
Edwards is the Police Chief of Trenton. "We'd probably 
both be in jail without the Ranch," says Chief Mike 
Edwards.

Tma, 15, knew all to well the 
ways of the world. Several years ago, 
she faced more than her fair share of 
challenges and turmoil as she struggled 
to survive in the harsh reality of her child­
hood. Due in part to her own mom and dad's 
trouble with the law, Tina, and her younger sister 
Tasha, were living in separate shelters. Then, a glimmer of 
hope, as a social worker spoke of a place called the Florida 
Sheriffs Youth Villa. A home, a good school, three square 
meals a day, a pool, horses, recreation facilities, and most 
of all, a family! It seemed too good to be true - but how 
could she enjoy this opportunity if she left her little sister 
behind? 

Tasha, 11, long, lean, and lanky, had spent most of 
her life watching her older sister fend off the temptations 
of teens today. She had learned a great deal about danger­
ous situations and knew her time to join the fight would 
soon be at hand. But she always thought her sister would 
be there for her, helping her resist delinquency and crime. 
How would she make it if Tma moved away? 

Fortunately, for both girls, the Youth Villa answer 
was amazingly simple. There is room enough for two! 

The healthy competition helps push each 
of them to do better. Every facet of the sisters' 

lives has improved thanks to the comfort 
and consistency of the Youth Ranches. 
Tina has gained a new sense of respect, 
worked on anger management and is 
now able to help shape her younger sis­
