A message from

Harry K. Weaver, President
of the Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches

The Youth Ranches is --- in the truest sense of the
words --- an extended family. Over the yearsI have
watched us grow --- our boys and girls, our donor
family, and the staff and facilities to support the
Youth Ranches goal of salvaging young lives.

We have been giving troubled boys and girls the
tools and guidance to overcome seemingly
insurmountable odds, tobecomehappy, productive,
law-abiding citizens in their communities for over
35 years. For the majority of that time, I have helped
to oversee that progress and growth. Now, asin all
families, it is time for a new chapter.

Anew chapter thatincludes my official retirement
on October 1, 1994, and a new President for the
agency. [ am extremely pleased with the deliberate
care and caution exercised by our Presidential Task
Force Committee in the selection of C. T. O’'Donnell
as our President-in-Transition.

Mr. O’Donnell will be joining the Youth Ranches
in August of this year. Chosen from dozens of
qualified applicants, Mr. O’'Donnell’s expertise as
the Chief Executive Officer of the Florence Crittenton
Home and Services in Wheeling, West Virginia,
makes him uniquely qualified to head up the Youth
Ranches programs. His years of experience in the
child-care field and national contacts should serve
us well.

Let me assure you, my decision to retire,
announced last year, in no way means [ will be
ending my involvement with the Youth Ranches, its
youngsters and donors. In fact, to assure a smooth
and orderly transfer of authority, Mr. O’'Donnell
and I will be working side-by-side during the
upcoming year of transition.
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In these times of tight economy, we are also
indebted to the Jessie Ball duPont Fund whose
special grant defrayed the costs associated with this
selection process, and is funding a portion of the
transition.

It is encouraging to know by sharing our detailed
search and selection process with you, that you, too,
have peace of mind about this transition period we
are about to enter. Even after my announced
retirement date, a little over one year from now, I
will be available to Mr. O’'Donnell and the Youth
Ranches whenever the need arises.

The Youth Ranches has become my family, and I
am extremely proud and somewhat humbled to
havebeen a part of its wonderful work for 32 years.
I am also thankful for the heartfelt letters of support
from our donor family regarding my retirement.

It is with real joy that I reflect on what a special
family the Youth Ranches has become to thousands
of boys and girls, staff, and donors. We have seen
miraclesin thelives of children and in our own lives
over the years.

None of these accomplishments would have been
possible without the unfailing support of loving,
generous people throughout Floridaand the nation.

However, they'll keep the memories of the love
and attention they got from their Cottage Pop
Jim Powers and others here at the Boys Ranch for
the rest of their lives.
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A vision is what launched the Florida Sheriffs Youth
Ranches programs over 35 years ago - a vision nurtured by
heartwarming tales of the thousands of youngsters whose
lives have been forever changed and special friends who
believe hurting boys and girls deserve their help.

Frank and Mae McCune are such people. The McCunes
heard of the Youth Ranches special mission to help salvage
young lives just four years ago.

"We were looking for an honest charitable organization
that we could help," explains Mr. McCune. "We wanted to
share our good fortune with others while leaving a lasting
tribute to Mae's mother. Most of the groups we contacted
wanted our money, but wouldn't say how it was going to be
used. The Youth Ranches was willing todeal in specifics. The
deciding factor was learning the Youth Ranches was run
almost entirely on voluntary contributions making it distinct
from so many of these other organizations."

Recently, during Open House ceremonies at Youth Ranch
- Bradenton/Sarasota, the dedication of the McCune
Maintenance /Vocational Center highlighted their generous
involvement. In 1991, the McCunes provided a similar
building at the Florida Sheriffs Caruth Camp near Inglis/
Yankeetown.

The McCunes believe that every youngster has a potential
for growth, development and individual production. The

funding support for two maintenance/vocational centers
emphasizes the McCunes belief that youngsters should have
the opportunity to succeed.

"I think working with your hands should be part of every
youngster'slife unless they don'tenjoyit," states Mr. McCune.
"Getting your mind and body working together to produce
something you can take pride in
building, fixing or painting is
important.

"No matter what variety of
problems or diverse backgrounds
these youngstersbring here, we've
learned they all suffer from low
self-esteem,"explains Mr.McCune.
"Mae and I wanted to help the
Youth Ranches provide the
facilities to train these boys and girls tobecome self-sufficient,
-—-to give them the abilities and skills to support themselves
and succeed.

"New and bigger buildings aren't really the answer to
these youngsters problems," concedes Mr. McCune. "What
makes the Youth Ranches unique among child-care
agencies is their utilization of these buildings. The
combination of staff people who really care teaching these
young ones how to use the tools safely and skillfully turns

mere concrete into fertile ground for
growth and vocational exploration.”

Frank and Mae McCune's interest in

the Youth Ranches is not limited to finan-

cial support. They give of themselves ina

myriad of ways.

The Selby Foundation has
been a long-time supporter of
the former Manatee River Youth
Ranch and now the Youth
Ranch-Bradenton/Sarasota.

Counseling and Love Help
Youngsters Cope with Crisis

How doyou convince
a hurtingboy orgirl that
you love them? Youth
Ranch / Safety Harbor
Resident Director Joe
Ballard says words are
never enough if they
aren't backed up with
action.

"Theboysand girlswe
seetodayaremuchmore
sophisticated than they
were a decade ago,"
explains Ballard. "The
daysarelong gonewhen
adults can tell a child
whattodowithout them
asking why."

The Youth Ranches special brand of caring and
counseling is the cornerstone of its residential and child-
care programs’ success. In a sense, every staff member is
involved in some form of counseling.

“We have Family Social Workers, Unit Social Workers,
cottage parents, peer counseling, a campus council,"
explains Ballard. "Counseling starts with the first phone
call about a youngster. Very often counseling continues
long after a boy or girl returns home or goes out on their

own.

The two boys above got carried away with the practice of lending a
helping hand to their cottage friends. However, the peer counseling
sessions and close living quarters do help teach the boys and girls to
rely on each other and work as a team.
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Listening and loving go hand-in-hand. Here Dawn,(at left), talks over plans for
the day with her "Cottage Mom." She says the love and attention everyone
shows her, makes life at the Youth Ranches "seem like a wonderful vacation."

"Despite this wealth of
counseling, we are only as
effectiveas the one-on-one
relationships we develop
with these youngsters,"
explains Ballard. "These
boys and girls work with
us because they can see
we stand by what we say,
and our actions show we
are genuinely concerned
about them as people.”

"The counseling here is
great,”" agrees 14-year old
Dawn. "Beforelcamehere,
I had lots of counseling,
butthepeoplereallydidn’t
care about me. Here they
do; my cottage parents are here when I need them. They
care about me and my problems.

“Ifeel safe here, people say what they mean," she adds.
"I know what to expect when I get home from school ---
there aren’t any surprises, no yelling or criticism when I
haven’t done anything wrong. They keep telling me I'm
not on vacation, but it’s a vacation to me."

This love, attention, and stability is paying off for Dawn
at school, too. She is especially proud of being moved out
of classes for the emotionally handicapped and back into
mainstream classes where she's doing very well.

"[am ready to move out and get my life started,” admits
Brian, a graduating senior who's been at Safety Harbor for
three years now. "I will definitely stay in touch because I
love these people.”

This energetic 18-year old honor student may be eager
to move on but not away. Brian turned down an
opportunity to attend the University of South Florida in
Tampa his freshman year, opting for a nearby junior
college. He'll master the art of living on his own with the
safety of knowing his “family” is nearby if he needs them.

"I'was doing terrible in school when I came here. I didn’t
think itwasimportant,” Brianadmits. "The Youth Ranches
didn’t make me a better student as much as help me
change my attitude. Counseling from my cottage parents
helped me see that if ] wanted to make something of my
life, I had to start making some changes.



"Peer counseling helps, too.
Discipline is just part of living here.
It'stough sometimes whensomeone
twice your age is telling you what to
do. But when your cottage parents,
counselorsand friends areall saying
the same thing, it's time to get your
act together. 1did."

Brian made some tough decisions
this past year. He gave up playing
varsity baseball to take a job. He's
saving for college, he's already
bought a car and has big plans for
the future.

"The Youth Rancheshas givenme
everything I didn’t get at home,
everything I've needed. Support
and love -—- people teaching me
freedom is earned through
responsibility - learning you fight for what you want in
life and that takes hard work." Pausing Brian adds, "I owe
the Youth Ranches everything."

Everestis anewcomer to the Safety Harbor campus and
its counseling programs. He says he has hope for his
future thanks to what he's seen in his first few weeks on
campus.

"Anger and frustration bred by the street life of the
inner city tookits tollon me," stated Everest. "At firstI was
rebellious, but now I see these people care what I do with
my life.

me make something out of my life. It's going to be hard,
but it's nice here. Ican make it."

Ballard and the Youth Ranches staff know troubled
youngsters desperately want and deserve a chance to get
their lives on track. They believe caring and counseling
help boys and girls take that first step.

"I'll walk a mile with any child here," concludes Ballard.
Judging by the dozens of calls Safety Harbor receives
from alumni and parents of former youngsters in
residence, it's a mile worth walking.

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One week of “Operation Blanding”
produces memories for a lifetime

Wearing real military uniforms...eating Army
chow... bunking in a barracks ...rapelling ... and
marching...were just some of the experiences
offered to Caruth Camp youngsters when they
spent a week at Camp Blanding, the site of the
Florida National Guard Military Academy.

Planning for “Operation Blanding” began in
August 1992, after St. John’s County Sheriff Neil
Perry told Youth Ranches officials the National
Guard was offering to play host to some Youth
Ranches kids. Perry holds the rank of Lieutenant
Colonel in the Guard, and is a member of the
Youth Ranches Board of Directors.

Six months later, on February 15, 1993, two
vans packed with 17 excited Caruth Camp lads
and their leaders rolled through the Camp Blanding
gates. What happened thereafter is described in
the following article by one of the leaders.

“Our boys were blessed with
positive experiences they will

remember for a lifetime.”

First stop was a barracks where there were huge
boxes of uniforms and other gear—webbing, canteens,
compasses, flashlights, etc. Sergeants helped the
boys to get outfitted, and explained that the uniforms
were theirs to keep. There was constant chatter and
laughter as the boys checked and rechecked their gear.

Arriving at the chow hall for lunch, the boys were
greeted by a platoon of soldiers marching down the
street and singing a welcome message in cadence.
The boys fellin line, and as they marched into the chow
hall, you could tell this was going to be one terrific week.

During the days that followed, the Caruth campers
participated in rapelling, overnight bivouacs, and visits
to post museums. They learned to read maps, how to
recognize various types of terrain, as well as how to
use a compass and coordinates to avoid getting lost.

Talk about learning experiences! Before the Camp
Blanding visit, | couldn’t evenimagine finding my way in
the wilderness at night with only a compass, a map and
coordinates.

The importance of teamwork became apparent on
overnight bivouacs. Each youth had half of a shelter,
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Caruth Campers pose in their National Guard issue uniforms and
rapelling gear as they await they turn at the rapelling tower.

and if you didn’t have a buddy, you couldn’t make a
complete tent. No teamwork, no tent.

Many challenges were faced by the Guardsmen and
the Caruth campers. At times both groups struggled
to communicate, but it was also clear that both were
having an enjoyable experience. Smiles, laughter and
the inquisitiveness of the Caruth kids signified one
thing — that “Operation Blanding” was a complete
success right up to the final event, which was the
presentation of a commendation certificate to each
youngster.

The Florida National Guard reached out a helping
hand to Youth Ranches youngsters, and the children
as well as the adults benefited. Caruth Camp youth
were truly blessed with positive experiences which will
be remembered for a lifetime.

Canan eight-day summer vacation change a young
boy or girl's life? During the past decade, the Florida
Sheriffs Youth Camp near Barberville has seen
miraculous changes in the lives of thousands of
youngsters participating in its summer camping
sessions.

Youth Camp offers a wholesome alternative for
unfortunate youngsters facing an otherwise bleak
summer dealing with unmanageable family or
behavioral problems. Others just don't have the
money to get away from tough neighborhoods
where they run the risk of being led astray.

This summer nearly 600 youngsters from
throughout Florida will again converge on the Youth
Ranches Youth Camp for one ofits six sessions. Many
of these youngsters have never had a real vacation.
The special words they use in their letters to thank
the generous donors who sponsor their time at camp
tell the story.

“Dear Sponsor,

Thank you for sending me and everyone else to
camp this summer. My name is William from
Keystone Heights. I have learned to have fun.”

“Thanks for your support and being able to
send kids like me to a wonderful camp like this.
Your friend Jason.”

“I really appreciate you sending us kids to
camp. I will miss it ‘till next year if you send
me again. I hope so, camp helps you work out
some of your problems and gives you people
who care.”

“Thank you for caring about me. 1'm Steve
fromTampa. I've learned to like being myself.”

Youth Camp is a special blend of fun activities like
swimming, horseback riding, archery, canoeing and
volleyball. Boys and girls from throughout the state
are treated as special people. Caring camp counselors
and volunteer Sheriffs” Deputies help boys and girls
work through problems in a relaxed and caring
atmosphere.
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Every year the boys and girls write letters to the sponsors thanking
them for making their visit possible. As you can see, these two boys
are in deep thought about how to express their gratutude.

'wWiTH A CAuse!

TALLAHASSEE — | was winding down a tough week at
the office and daydreaming about the upcoming weekend
when the unthinkable happened. It was 3 p.m. on Friday
afternoon when Leon County Deputy Sheriffs came to
haul me away to jail. After handcuffing me, we eventually
arrived atthe booking desk at the new Leon County Jail. In
a flash, | saw my plans for the weekend disappear, and it
became clear my life would never be the same.

“Wefinally gotyouwhere you belong, Berlinger,” barked
Leon County Sheriff Eddie Boone. As | passed into the
jailnouse, Boone warned, “You're goingtobeinforarough
night.” Something told me, he wasn’t joking.

Inside my apprehension grew at the dizzying sight of
black and white uniforms as far as
my eyescould see. My palms were
wringing wet as | suffered through
the indignities of fingerprinting
and mug shots. | begged them
to let me go.

"Maybe someday," said the guard
as | was locked into Cellblock 6.
My cellmates were no ordinary
criminals. | was shut-in with the
likes of lawyers, lobbyists and
elected officials. Would | make it
out alive?

| learned Friday afternoon's
round-up had netted over three
hundred local residents. We were
dubbed rebels....rebels with a
cause!

Was it just a terrible nightmare?
Naaah! Just a great fund raiser for
the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches.
It was also the anxiously awaited
“shakedown” of the new 1,000 bed
jail facility in Leon County. For the past two years, Sheriff
Eddie Boone and members of his Jail Transition Team had
overseen every detail in the construction of this new
facility. We “volunteer inmates” were helping the jail staff
test the new facility before the real “bad guys” started
coming through the doors.

My “arrest” was part of that dry-run coined a “Lockdown.”
This was a benefit to raise funds for the Florida Sheriffs
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"How could he arrest me, his own wife?" asks
Melanie Boone, the wife of Leon County Sheriff
Eddie Boone. She displays her mock surprise
at being rounded-up for the Leon Lockdown.

Youth Ranches, just one of many activities throughout the
year sponsored by Florida’s Sheriffs on behalf of the
Youth Ranches programs.

Appearing before Circuit Judge Charles McClure, we
were required to pay a $30 “bond” for our eventual
release. We all paid with a smile, and over $14,000 was
collected to help support the Youth Ranches statewide
network of five residential child-care facilities and a youth
camp. The Youth Ranchesisin the business of salvaging
young lives, turning troubled youngsters away from crime.
Boys and girls in the Youth Ranches programs aren’t bad
kids or criminals; they are youngsters who have had bad
breaks and need help sorting out their lives.

Meanwhile, back at the jail, our hopes of an early
release were dashed. We were in for the night. Dinner
proved to be the highlight of the evening. Our menu
included fried chicken, mashed potatoes, green beans
and a tempting dessert.

After dinner, we “prisoners” were marched into the jail
courtyard and lectured by Sheriff Boone about the “evils of
our ways.” After the grilling by Sheriff Boone, my cell

mates and | watched TV, played basketball and bragged
| 23

about our lives of crime. At
midnight guards enforced the
lights outand everyone gotsome
shut eye.

Saturday morning arrived
before the sun. The aroma of
freshly-brewed coffee and a
hearty breakfast of scrambled
eggs, sausages, grits and juice
4 coaxed us from our cells.

While we ate and discussed
ourimpendingrelease, the reality
of the jail's true purpose was
brought home to us. Inmates
from the “old” jail had prepared
and were serving us our
breakfast. They wouldn't be
going home today.

As the sun started peeking
through the morning fog, we
walked out the front door — free
once again. Inthe damp morning
air, [could almost hearthe giggles
and see the faces of the “Ranchers” who will benefit from
this mock stay behind bars.

If you happento live in acounty where a new jail is under
construction and one of these “Lockdowns” is scheduled
— sign up for an evening of fun and a chance to help give
troubled boys and girls a second chance at a normal life.
The Youth Ranches fund-raising “Lockdowns” are an
experience you'll never forget!
