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Cody is a raml;mnctious 14 year old with 
oodles of extra energy. He moved to the 
Boys Ranch from Winter Haven about six 

months ago and is making the most of the 
opportunities given to him. "Yes, Ma'am, it's 
true." he says solemnly. "I've had a rocky past, but 
now," as a smile crosses his face, "I have an 
excellent future!" 

What makes Cody think 'the Ranch is perfect for 
me?' "Everything, especially the farm," he claims. 
"I love the farm ... the animals ... the work ... even 
the smell! It's a great place to be!" 

Cody decided right away that he wanted to be 
involved with everything the farm program offers 
to the boys at the Ranch. He joined 4-H and made 
a commitment to show a heifer at the county fair. 

Initially, he tried to work with a smaller calf. "It 
takes awhile for them to get used to you and my 
calf kept going in between other cows .. .I got my 
toes stepped on a few times so Mr. Dustin 
introduced me to a new cow that was a bit calmer. 
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Right away, I knew we would get along great! I 
called her Daisy because she had a big spot on her 
head," Cody claimed. 

11 As we work with cows for the fair, we want to get 
them on a halter then teach them to walk with you on 
a lead line. I got to the point where I could walk out 
into the field to get Daisy, put on the halter and lead 
her back up to the pen where we could practice 
showmanship. 

Taking care of Daisy is a big responsibility. You 
have to feed, wash, groom and clip her to get ready 
for the show. At the fair, you have to keep your cow's 
area clean and scoop up any mess right away - even 
if it's not from your cow!!! If you have a shovel 
nearby, you are responsible for cleaning it up." 

While Cody enjoys his time at the farm, he knows it 
is just one part of life at the Ranch. He is also 
working to improve his behavior. "'I know I must be 
obedient ... do everything I am told to do and not 
mess with anybody or pick any fights. I also have to 
get good grades in school. That part is easy!" And, 



the report card proves his 
point. This past semester, 
Cody earned straight A: s. 

Looking ahead to his future, 
Cody would like to be a 
Certified Public Accountant. 
"I want to make money and 
work with people who have 
money! I like learning about 
laws, so I might just be a 
lawyer, too." He knows the 
Youth Ranches has scholar­
ship money available for 
youngsters who do well in the 
program and that is just one 
of the reasons why he 
proclaims, "The Ranch is 
perfect for me!"

Decades later, both Mr. and Mrs. 
Kressman have now passed away 
but they leave a legacy of love for 
children and animals that continue 
to benefit the Florida Sheriffs Youth 
Ranches. Acting on their father's 
wishes, the Kressman children, Karl 
Kressman and Lisa Kressman 
Allerton, have made a substantial 
gift to the Youth Ranches from their 
family trust. 

This gift enabled the Boys Ranch 
to purchase a new horse trailer, 
along with other items for the Van 
Ness Farm and established the 
Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch 
Kressman 4-H Club. 

4-H is a community of young 
people across America who are 
learning leadership, citizenship and 
life skills. The 4-H emblem with the 
four clover leafs stand for Head, 
Heart, Hands and Health - all of 
which used properly can build and 
strengthen our community. 

The Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch 
Kressman 4-H Club meets regularly 
and teaches our boys about the 
powerful and positive influence a 
club can have on campus.

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Soccer has become one of the 
most popular sports for kids across 
America. It is a thrilling game of 
skill, stamina and strategy. Regard­
less of age, the enthusiasm and 
energy surrounding this sport is 
contagious. It is only natural that 
our youngsters share the desire and 
excitement of this great game. 

But wait ... for our kids, playing 
soccer is more than just recreational 
activity. It is a privilege, one that is 
earned and retained by responsible 
behavior, good grades and respect 
for other people. 

Within the local Bartow commun­
ity, the Peace River Soccer League 
promotes games of "three on three" 
soccer. Our girls expressed an 
interest to join the games and 
demonstrated their desire to play 
by their behavior on and off the 
field. 

"Playing soccer helps keep us on 
the right path. We want to play so 
we are motivated to do what is 
right," -said Merissa. "This includes 
earning the trust of our cottage 
parents so they give us the freedom 
and independence to be off campus. 
I know I have to keep my grades up 
and not let my Cottage Parents 
down or I will lose the chance to 
play on the team." 

Brandy agrees. She went from all 
F's to mostly ks and B's on her 
report card. "Soccer helps me get 
my energy out. I really like meeting 
new people, and there are so many 
people who like playing soccer.If 

Megan, who is very athletic, likes 
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to run out her extra energy. "I really enjoy being outside. Soccer · 
more than just a game to me," she said. "One of my challenges is 
learning how to talk to people without arguing or anger. If you show 
that during a soccer game, you are tossed out. I want to stay and I want 
to play so I have to control my temper and get along with others." 

Each step in the lives of our children includes growth in many 
different areas. We link consequences to behaviors and strive to steer 
these youngsters in a positive direction. Teaching them how to use their 
recreation time wisely and praising them for their accomplishments 
helps build self esteem and self confidence. Merissa's final comments 
sum if up well, "I am proud to be a Villa girl! Playing Soccer gets me 
positive attention. I like that!"

Al is a young man who has taken the lessons of baseball to heart. He 
said, "Baseball has helped me deal with my anger ... when you make a 
mistake on the field you can't stay mad because things wifl only get 
worse. I am learning seff control." 
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This past year, the entire school 
curriculum at the Youth Ranch in 
Bradenton/ Sarasota wrapped around 
baseball. Statistics were used to teach 
math, novels and biographies about 
baseball players practiced reading and 
the history of baseball in America was 
used during social studies. 

Baseball also lends some 
outstanding lessons in life. It is a team 
sport built around an individual 
competition between pitcher and 
batter. It is extremely difficult to 
execute all the fine skills involved in 
hitting, catching and throwing. It 
requires hard work, discipline and 
commitment to succeed and perhaps 
above all, it is about picking yourself 
up, dusting yourself off and starting 
again. So, to complement the 
academic education, the Ranch 
formed a new baseball team. 

The journey has been disappointing, 
frustrating, gratifying and 
energizing ... much like life. When the 
win column still had a big fat zero at 
the end of the first season, the boys 
learned to carry themselves through 
adversity and stick to the task at hand, 
namely ... work on the basics, listen to 
the coach and PRACTICE! Finally, 
their hard work paid off. This spring, 
they captured their first win and the 
celebration could be heard across the 
campus ... VICTORY!!!

the classroom. The boys have learned 
if you stick to your school work, seek 
the teacher's help and study, there is a 
far greater chance of SUCCESS!

Six years.ago, two brothers, Adam and Brian, came 
to live at the Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch. They were 
no longer a part of their biological family and had 
been bounced around to several different foster 
homes. They were only 11 and 12 years old at the 
time. 

Today, they are 17 and 18 years old. Brian is set to 
graduate from high school and Adam is a junior, 
eager to follow in his brother's footsteps. The Sheriffs 
of Florida, along with the support of our donor 
family, have helped raise these boys by providing 
them with a home, values, food in abundance, clothes 
for every need, education and opportunity, while 
constantly teaching them how to become productive 
young men, and in the future, good husbands and 
good fathers for their families. 

At a recent meeting, the boys stood up and told their story to the 
Sheriffs of Florida. They described their background, and the 
reasons why they came to the Ranch so many years ago. They also 
shared a glimpse of their future, full of hope and opportunity. After 
their speeches, Orange County Sheriff Kevin Beary challenged all the 
Sheriffs to reach into their own pocket and make a gift to the boys 
personal savings accounts. Several thousand dollars was raised to 
help them continue their journey of success. After the meeting, 
some of the Sheriffs spoke words of encouragement to the boys (1-r) 
Highlands County Sheriff Susan Benton, Adam, Orange County 
Sheriff Kevin Beary, Citrus County Sheriff Jeff Dawsy and Brian. 

Some days, it has not been easy. Both boys know 
the anger of rejection and struggle with a rebellious 
streak which still surfaces on occasion. Other days 
are filled with great joy and a strong sense of 
belonging and commitment. The boys have finally 
found a home with us, and a family who will stick 
with them ... especially through these turbulent teen­
age years. 

With growing appreciation, the boys understand 
the Sheriffs Ranch is the reason they have stayed out 
of serious trouble with the law. It is why they will 
have a high school diploma, and it is where they 
learned the value of a good day's work The Ranch is 
their home, and they will always be welcome here.

With YOUR HELP 
Aurora Cottage is Ready to GO! 

Aurora Cottage .at the Youth Ranch in 
Bradenton I Sarasota was built in 1990 through the 
generosity of the Aurora Foundation. Typically, eight 
to ten youngsters have lived in the cottage with 
cottage parents and supportive staff over the past 15 
years. With an average stay of about one year, over 
150 boys have called Aurora their home. 

With the help of some very generous donors, we 
enclosed the porch to create an office, recreation room 
and foyer; re-worked the duct work and installed a 
new air conditioning system; remodeled all 
bathrooms, added tile; built a special utility room to 
securely store chemicals and cleaning supplies; 
adjusted staff accommodations; added another 
pantry; expanded several bedrooms (turning single 
rooms into double occupancy and made room for one 
more bed overall) and replaced dry plaster walls with 
more durable plywood walls. 

Sometimes, it doesn't seem like much, but these 
renovations make a huge difference in the day to day 
living at Aurora Cottage. Several special donors 
stepped up to help us fund this major renovation 
project.

Otherwise, vehicles are sold at public 
auction. Proceeds from auctions provide operational 
funds for services for needy boys and girls. 

Can you pick up the vehicle or do I need to 
bring it to you? 
We will be happy to arrange a convenient time to 
pickup the vehicle wherever located in the state of 
Florida. 

What requirements must be met to donate 
my vehicle? 
• A signed Donor Information Form returned to us 

(Form is mailed to you after phone contact) 
• Must have a clear title in donor's name 
• Vehicles in fair to excellent condition are accepted. 

Due to the cost involved for pickup and disposal, 
vehicles that do not have a fair market value of at 
least $500 or that are in poor condition are not 
accepted. 

• Unless the car is a collectible or is in excellent 
condition, cars older than 1985 model year are not 
acceptable. 

How much of a charitable contribution deduction 
will I receive for my donation? 

The American Jobs Creation Act of 2004 changed the 
regulations surrounding tax deductibility of donations of 
motor vehicles, boats and airplanes. To take a charit­
able contribution deduction for the gift of your vehicle, 
you must itemize your deductions on Schedule A of 
your Form 1040. For vehicles which are used in 
program, the "fair market value" which takes into 
consideration the condition and mileage of the vehicle 
may be taken as a deduction. For vehicles that are sold, 
the deduction is limited to the greater of $500 or the 
gross sales proceeds. 

If the car is sold, the Youth Ranches will notify the 
donor of the gross sales proceeds within 30 days of the 
sale of the vehicle. The written acknowledgement, or in 
some cases Form 1098 C, is required by IRS and may 
need to be included with the donor's tax return. In 
addition, the charitable contribution deduction is taken 
in the year in which the vehicle is donated, even if it is 
sold in a later year.

Please note: The American Jobs Creation Act of 2004 
contains new rules pertaining to the charitable deduction 
allowed for vehicles donated to a qualified charity after 
December 31, 2004. Basically, this law limits the 
donor's tax deduction to $500, or the gross proceeds 
from the sale of the vehicle, if over $500. We recognize 
that each individual's tax situation is different and the 
impact of any charitable deduction is based on a variety 
of circumstances.
