The scene is familiar, but the story of bravery, 
protection and courage is rare. A school bully picks a 
fight, one child is victimized while others observe and 
perhaps even encourage the cruelty. It takes courage 
and character to step in and stop the violence ... and 
that is just what Joseph did. 

Every parent would love to receive a letter like the 
one we received about our Rancher Joseph ... 

I would like you to know that your child is 
considered a hero to my family ... It is only through 
your child's bravery and quick actions that he saved 
my son from farther injury ... 

... There are too many incidents in this day and 
age where children are being bullied and/or hit 
while other children stand by and watch. I am 
pleased to say that your child is not one of them. 

It takes more guts to stand up to people than to 
ignore them ... we appreciate his bravery ... whatever 
route he is following in this life is the correct one ... 

. . . Thank you Joseph ... you stepped in when no 
one else did and we will be forever gratefal. 

What made Joseph stand up to that bully and 
protect his classmate? We may never know the 
specific answer but we do know it is rooted in the 
development of character, his moral compass and the 
ability to know right from wrong. Perhaps, just 
perhaps, our impact is greater than we will ever 
know. 

Joseph is 12 years old and has lived at the Ranch for 
about nine months. He has five brothers, one of 
whom lives at the Youth Ranch in Bradenton. His 
dad has left the country and his mom is trying to do 
her best to raise the other children. 

"While at the Youth Ranch, I am trying to work on 
my attitude, not arguing as much and trying not to 
disrespect others." said Joseph. "My friends back 
home won't believe that I stepped in to help this kid. 
I didn't want to get in trouble by being around the 
fight and I didn't want that other boy to get hurt. All 
I wanted to do was bring peace. I am pretty proud of 
myself, because I know it was the right thing to do!" 

Joseph is awarded a special certificate commending his "BOLDNESS" 
for stepping up and protecting a schoolmate from a bully.

The Legacy of Our 
Founding Fathers 
In Memory of J. L. McMullen 

January 12, 1914 ,_March 11, 2007 

Over the years, many accolades have been given 
about the Sheriffs who have led the Board of the Florida 
Sheriffs Youth Ranches, but few words have been 
spoken about the great work accomplished by our Lay 
(non-sheriff) Board Members. Our by-laws mandate 
the majority of the members on the Youth Ranches 
Board be Community "Lay" Leaders to ensure the 
general public always has a strong voice in the 
direction and future of the Florida Sheriffs Youth 
Ranches. 

J. L. McMullen is just such a man who exemplified 
the term Community Leader. He believed in helping 
people and dedicated his life in service to others. 

Born in 1914, J. L. McMullen was only 22 when he 
became the youngest elected Oerk of the Circuit Court 
in the nation. He was also the Founder of the 
McMullen Food Bank and served as the Director of The 
Housing Authority for the City of Live Oak. Since the 
1930' s, Mr. McMullen was a Mason, a member of the 
Elks and Kiwanis Clubs and a charter member of the 
Live Oak Jaycees. 

Sadly, the tragic death of his young son, Jerry, 
motivated him to get involved with the site selection 
committee that brought the Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch 
to Live Oak. He was the last surviving member of our 
original Board of Trustees and served as Treasurer of 
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Groundbreaking for the first building at the 
Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch was held on August 
1, 1958. Acting Boys Ranch Executive Director 
and Hillsborough County Sheriff R. Ed 
Blackburn, Jr., took his turn lifting a spade of 
dirt with a gold-painted shovel and marked the 
beginning of construction for the first cottage. 
Joining the celebration and waiting to dig in 
were (from left) Suwannee County Sheriff Hugh 
Lewis, Boys Ranch Trustee W. F. Edwards from 
Dade City, Pasco County Sheriff Leslie 
Bessenger, Chairman of the Board of Trustees 
and Monroe County Sheriff John M. 
Spottswood, and Boys Ranch Trustee J. L. 
McMullen of Live Oak. 

Just a few years ago, J. L. McMullen (center, front) attended the 
annual Boys Ranch Alumni Dinner during Open House. Many of 
the Alumni remember "Mr. J. L:' because as Treasurer, he was 
the man who wrote the checks and paid the bills. "Mr. J. L." 
always made a point to visit directly with the boys to be 
absolutely sure all their needs were met. Watching these boys 
grow into good men, gave J. L. a strong sense of many lives 
saved by the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches. Boys Ranch 
Alumni Lester Hall and Jerry Willard (right) are on either side of

the Ranch for over 20 years. J. L. McMullen passed 
away on March 11, 2007. He was 93 years old. 

The Sheriffs of Florida, the citizens of rural north 
central Florida and the boys, girls, staff and Board of 
the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches commend John 
Lavelle McMullen for his selfless dedication, generous 
spirit and insightful wisdom that enabled us to 
celebrate our 50th year of service as "Florida's Charity 
for Florida's Children."

E

ntering the 1-9 community flag football sports 
league, the boys at the Florida Sheriffs Youth 
Ranch in Bradenton had some tough decisions 

to make. They could enter individually and be 
picked through a draft or since they come from one 
family unit (the Ranch family) they could all play on 
the same team. 

They evaluated the strengths and weaknesses of 
each boy from the Ranch who wanted to play ball. 
Some would be helpful, others were not as athletic. 
Personal glory could be obtained for a few, but 
certainly not all. 

Coach Waters talked to the boys about teamwork, 
sportsmanship and attitude. The boys voiced their 
opinions and wrestled with the choices before them. 
Finally after considering all the pros and cons, they 
decided to play together as one team. 

Launching out in the senior division (13-15 year 
olds) the boys began to experience great success. 

They realized two major benefits of playing together. 
First, it was much easier to practice because they all 
live in the same place; and second, dinner was always 
hot and ready because the cottage staff didn't have to 
drive around town to pick everybody up from an off­
campus practice. 

The team played hard and earned a 7-2 record 
which qualified them for a berth in the championship 
game. They practiced hard, preparing for the big day 
because they knew the competition would be tough. 
The day of the game arrived and the entire campus 
went out to support the players. 

And what a day it was for the team from the 
Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranch! Everything went their 
way, every play, every call, everyone was on their 
game. The shutout victory was a spectacular event 
and the boys came away with a great feeling of pride 
and achievement for their "TEAM."

and they 
both ended 
up in JAIL! 

It was New Year's Eve of 
1987. Identical twin boys, 
age 12, arrived at the 
Florida Sheriffs Boys 
Ranch. Comforted by the presence of the other, John 
and Glen began to size up the place. Plenty of room to 
play, horses, ball fields, big houses, a school, a church, a 
river for fishing and as promised ... dozens of other boys 
just like them. 

Where did this 
place come from? 
Why is it here? Who 
runs it? What 
happens next? The 
questions flooded 
their minds and 
would all be 
answered soon. 

The Florida Sheriffs 
Boys Ranch was 
founded in 1957 
(thirty years before 
these boys arrived) as 
a home for needy, 
neglected and 
unwanted boys. The 
Sheriffs of Florida 
started it and people from all over the state give money 
and other types of support to make sure it survived. 
The staff are just regular people, some with college 
degrees (like Social Workers) and others have the 
knowledge and expertise to raise kids or help keep the 
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As previous Chairman of the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches Board 
of Directors, Bradford County Sheriff Milner is proud to employ 
Boys Ranch Alumnus and Bradford County Correctional Officer 
John MacCallum. Lt. Robert Hall (right) joined Sheriff Milner in 
congratulating Officer MacCallum on his tremendous success. 

In that era, new Ranchers would always visit Miss Ruth in 
the Nellie Gee Laws Clothing and Supply building. She 
made sure each boy had adequate clothes for the season. 
Since John (seated) and Glen arrived in the winter, they 
each needed a warmer jacket. Miss Ruth prided herself 
on being able to "size up" a boy before he ever reached 
her door. Just to be sure, John wanted to try on his jacket, 
but Miss Ruth knew it would be a perfect fit. 

Ranch looking good and moving forward. 
Within minutes the boys left the Diaz 

Administration building and arrived at their new 
homes. With their approval, Glen would live in one 
cottage and John would live in another. This way the

boys could establish their own identity and not create 
the confusion so often associated with identical twins. 

John moved into Saunders Cottage and learned it was 
the first cottage ever built on the Ranch. He immedi­
ately knew he would be a part of Boys Ranch history. 

Today, twenty years after the boys arrived, John 
recalled his memories of the Boys Ranch. He asked 
about his Cottage Parents Mom and Pop Goodwin with 
great fondness indicating they will always have a special 
place in his heart. John went on to say, "The Ranch was 
full of 'boy stuff' like fishing, riding bikes, and working 
with the animals at the farm. I enjoyed spending time at 
Arts and Crafts either building something or fixing my 
bike. It was a great place to grow up!" 

After high school John joined the United States Army 
and completed his service to our country. He joined the 
National Guard and through his trainirig missions at 
Camp Blanding became very familiar with the north 
Florida area. He relocated to Starke, met his future wife, 

got active in a local church and settled down into 
family life. 

John now works as a Correctional Officer for the 
Bradford County Sheriffs Office. Lt. Robert Hall 
describes CO MacCallum as resourceful, intelligent and 
an excellent role model for both fellow employees and 
the inmates under their supervision. MacCallum 
responded by saying, "Both the Boys Ranch and the 
Army teach you about using teamwork to achieve a 
goal." 

Not to be forgotten, John also bragged on his twin 
brother Glen. He proudly shared, Glen is doing quite 
well as a Certified Welder. Glen has a reputation for 
determination and a strong work ethic. He is under 
contract in an international setting and previously 
handled some work for the military. Ironically, his 
specialty is installing security doors, specifically those 
used in correctional institutions or other strongholds. 

So while our boys could be described as having been 
"in jail", both are on the RIGHT SIDE OF THE LAW!! 

In His Own Words - His Life, His Family, His Home 
I left the Boys Ranch over 40 years ago, after living 

there for nearly seven years. The guidance, support and 
friendship shown to me during those early years set the 
stage for my future. 

"My life has turned out far better than I 
could have hoped for as a result of my years 
at the Ranch." 

Recently, I have become more involved with the Boys 
Ranch Alumni Association. The Alumni Association 
provides a way for Ranchers to "give back" to the Ranch 
and keep in touch with the friends and "family" who 
were such an important part of the time spent there. 

There will always be a need for a home like the Florida 
Sheriffs Boys Ranch. It is our responsibility to help make 
sure each boy who arrives at the Ranch has the same or 
better opportunities than we were given. 

My career has also blessed me with the chance to give 
back to society. I work for the Food Bank of Eastern and 
Central North Carolina. Just as the Ranch provided me 
with the home I needed during my adolescent years, my 
career gives me the opportunity to provide food and 
support to others who are less fortunate. 

"My current job is the most rewarding of 
my working career!" 

I have two wonderful children, two grandchildren and 
a wife who is my best friend. Next to my family, my
