Roger O. Bouchard, Jr.
President of the

One of my main responsibilities as
President of the Florida Sheriffs Youth
Ranches is to make sure the organization will
remain healthy for the future. One way we are
accomplishing this is through the development
of a long range strategic plan. During the
past few months, we have been working
with Sheriffs, Board members, donors, staff,
alumni and others to evaluate the Youth
Ranches and plan for the future. This has
been a rewarding experience as we consider
where we came from, where we are and where
we want to go as an agency.

Probably the biggest obstacle we have
seen is the misunderstanding by the general
public about what the Youth Ranches is and
who we serve. Over and over again, we hear
from people who think we are a boot camp
or detention facility and that we only work
with “bad” kids. Those of you who read The
Rancher magazine know this is not the nature
of our work and that we focus our attention
on “good kids” who often come from tough
situations. The goal of the Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches for the past 50 years has been
to provide hope and training for young men
and women who have not gotten in trouble
yet...but could, if they do not receive our
services.

Another common misconception is that
we are primarily funded through tax dollars
or other governmental funds. Last year, the
Youth Ranches received less than 20% of our
funding through government programs and
the rest through the generosity of our donor
family.

As we plan for the future, we must do a
better job of communicating the true mission
and purpose to the people of Florida. Please
talk about us with your friends and encourage
them to find out more about the Florida
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Sheriffs Youth Ranches and our success
in helping children and their families.
When you finish reading this issue of The
Rancher, you may want to pass it on to
a friend who does not know about us.
You can also arrange for one of our staff
to speak at your club, church or service
organization.

As we spread the word about the
good work being done for children, we
are trying to take advantage of modern
technology whenever possible. Check out
our website www.youthranches.org or view
videos and public service announcements
on www.youtube.com/youthranches.

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Hello and welcome to the Florida
Sheriffs Youth Ranch! My name is
Steven! I am 16 years old and from the
Fort Myers area.

Before I came to the ranch my life
was very different. I was smoking and
doing drugs behind my parents back. I
would invite some of my friends over to
my house and then we would sneak out
and go to someone else’s house. I never
did what my mother asked me to do like
do the dishes, take out the trash and
clean my room. Often, I would tell her
that I was doing one thing and I would
do another or I would leave the house
without permission.

My mother was really fed up
with my attitude and my actions so
I decided I needed to find a place for
myself. I went on the internet and
looked for programs for boys in the kind
of situation that I was in. I found the
Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches and
thought that was a good place for me.

Being at the Florida Sheriffs Youth
Ranches has given me the opportunity
to meet new people like the wonderful
staff here at the Ranch. Some of the
things that I have been working on
are controlling my anger, asking for
permission to do things and learning to
Jfollow rules without any argument.

When I first came to the Ranch it
was very hard for me to do these things.
Thanks to the cottage parents, therapy

She was young, far too young, for
 the worldly experiences around her.

She stiffened up and put on a brave

- “adult” face to mask the tears of her

tattered and torn life.

The situation was so dire, she
was immediately removed from her
home and placed in protective care.
Thank goodness, it was summertime
and no one at school had to know

| about her secrets.

A Florida Sheriffs Youth
Ranches Social Worker was called

. in to evaluate the situation and

he immediately knew she was the
perfect candidate to send to summer
camp. Thankfully, generous donors
. provided camp sponsorships for kids
just like Melissa.
At first, she resisted the idea of
. going to camp. She wouldn’t know

anyone and she was not a fan of
bugs. But after the Social Worker
told her about some of the activities
including swimming, singing, arts
and crafts, etc., she agreed to give
it a chance. After all, maybe if she
didn’t know anybody, they wouldn’t
know about her situation at home.
The first day or so, Melissa
kept to herself — quietly sizing up
the kids, counselors and volunteer
Deputy Sheriffs. This was so
different than anything she had
ever known. There was no anger,
no yelling or hitting...and no bad
touching. She was so relieved!
Soon, a smile began to emerge
and then a bashful giggle. Melissa
was experiencing life in a whole new
light. Surrounded by caring adults
and chattering kids, she began to
let down her wall and see things
through the eyes of a child again.



Summer Camp made a world
of difference in Melissa’s life. The
sparkle of childhood had returned
to her eyes and her trust in other
adults had been restored.

Now, somewhat eager about
what the future would bring, Melissa
asked the Family Social Worker if
she could go and live at the Florida
Sheriffs Youth Villa in Bartow.
