to create the Boys Ranch Book Club.

They selected several authors including
C. S. Lewis, Ted Dekker and Randy Singer
and then chose titles written by those
authors. They have read a total of 15 books
since the club began.

Once selected, books are ordered
so everyone has the same edition and the
reading begins. Youngsters are expected
to read the assigned chapters prior to the
meeting of the book club. The boys who
have met this goal will ride with Chaplain
Morales to a local coffee house in town where
the boys gather and begin reading favorite
passages aloud. Sometimes, there is a
lively discussion and other times, a pensive,
almost solemn time of reflection and thought.

Many of Chaplain Morales’ questions
begin with “What do you think about...?”
This gives the boys an opportunity to form
thoughts, opinions and reflect upon the
choices made by the characters in the book.

It is a privilege to be a member of the
Boys Ranch Book Club and this engaging
opportunity has improved the confidence,
public speaking skills and reading
comprehension abilities of the boys and
adults alike. We are proud of these young
men as they strive to better themselves in so
many valuable ways.

Gathered in a circle, the boys discussed the most

recent book, By Reason of Insanity by author Randy

Singer. Chaplain Morales asked, “Is the insanity plea

fair or unfair?”... “Was temporary insanity a good
justification for a crime?”... and “Can insane people
also be intelligent people?” The boys discussed
mounting circumstances of the crime, the thoughts
and feelings of the victim and the motives and choices
of the accused. It was an interesting and insightful

discussion.

Mr. Donald Ralph Cooke was born in Montreal,
Canada. He was born to Ralph and Nancy Cooke and
had three siblings. Mr. Cooke was an incredibly bright
man and the only person in his family to obtain a college
education. He worked his way through college as an
athlete, boxing coach and instructor. Mr. Cooke earned
his Master’s Degree in Business Administration at The
University of Western Ontario in London, Ontario, just
outside of Toronto, in 1940. It is one of Canada’s oldest
universities, founded in 1878 by Bishop Isaac Hellmuth
and the Anglican Diocese of Huron.

Mr. Cooke came to the United States of America
in 1942. He thought this was a great country and
wanted to start a business of his own. He became a US
citizen and took a job as a radio announcer in Michigan.
His business was known as Donald Cooke, Inc., and
was located at 666 Fifth Avenue in New York City. Mr.
Cooke was a New York Sales Representative for United
States and Canadian radio and television stations and
magazines

He married Dorothy Hertha McLaughlin at St.
Thomas Episcopal Church in New York City, New York.
They enjoyed 56 years together.

Mr. Cooke believed a strong education helps
make a man very successful. He was living proof of this
theory and his wife Dorothy has built this school as a
tribute to him. Mr. Cooke was an honest businessman,
full of integrity and humility. He also had an excellent
sense of humor, a very quick wit and was a gentleman
in every sense of the word.

Mr. Cooke was born in Montreal and resided in
Toronto, Canada; New York City; Millbrook, New York;
Ashville, North Carolina and Port Saint Lucie, Florida. He
enjoyed his life tremendously and truly lived the American

Donald Ralph Cooke was a kind
intelligent gentleman very aware of his
responsibilities and obligations.

girls served by the Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches. He tended the land on
their ranch and dabbled in some other
business ventures while she worked at the
local bank.

Having no children of their own,

Mr. Clark took a special interest in the
Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch. He admired
the strong work ethic taught to the boys
and believed that these children deserved a
chance at a better life. He appreciated the
strong commitment to traditional values so
much that he agreed to serve on our Board
of Directors.

Plain spoken and very direct, he once
shared there were only two criteria needed
to evaluate the success of the Boys Ranch...
one, determine if the boys (now men) were
good husbands and fathers and two, find
out if they filed a tax return last year. If
the answer was “Yes” to both, we were
successful!

The concept of breaking the cycle of
abuse and neglect by being a good spouse
and parent was obvious...but what about
the tax return? Mr. Clark just smiled and
nodded his head...“That tells me they had a
job!”

In his wisdom, Mr. Clark also found
a way to help the Youth Ranches and
provide a stream of guaranteed income for
life. He entered into a “two life” Charitable
Gift Annuity agreement with the Florida
Sheriffs Youth Ranches which gave him an
immediate tax deduction, a reliable source
of income and contentment in knowing
he would eventually be helping the boys
and girls in our care. Because it was a
two life agreement, the Charitable Annuity
continued to make quarterly payments to
Mrs. Clark, even after his death.

Sadly, Mr. Clark passed away in
1997, but his wife lived another 11 years
until 2008. She was comforted by the fact
that she could depend on this regular and
