A message from Roger 0. Bouchard, Jr. 
President of the Florida Sheriffs Youth 
Ranches, Inc. 

There is an anonymous quote I have heard many 
times that says "Sometimes God calms the storm, 
and other times He calms us in the midst of the 
storm." As I write this, our state has suffered the 
incredibly destructive power of four major storms 
since August. As Charley, Frances, Ivan and 
Jeanne thundered through Florida, the Youth 
Ranches joined with millions of other residents as 
we evacuated, boarded up, weathered and are now 
cleaning up afterward. 

Three of the storms crossed Central Florida and 
threatened all six of our program sites. The staff 
immediately began implementing pre-arranged 
crisis plans that included evacuating children and 
preparing our campuses for flooding and high 
winds. I was proud to see the staff and young 
people remain calm and cooperative during this 
stressful time. 

Once the storms had blown through, everyone 
began the process of cleaning up and repairing the 
damage. Again, I was so proud to see kids and staff 
cutting fallen trees, picking up debris and doing 
whatever they could to put our campuses back in

air-conditioning and hot showers as well as the 
joy of a hot, home-cooked meal. 

As damage reports came in, we were so thankful 
to have avoided any injuries or damage that could 
not be repaired. We have also been able to 
experience the faithfulness of our donor family as 
they began to call and ask, "How can I help?" A 
tree service in Bartow volunteered to help clear 
fallen trees and several donors sent generous 
checks to help with our uninsured damages of 
over $200,000. 

In closing, I would like to thank our staff who 
calmly and professionally protected our children. 
They worked long hours under incredible stress 
and deseive to be commended. I also would like 
to thank our donor family for helping us repair the 
damages on our campuses. Lastly, I thank God. 
Although He did not calm the storm, He certainly 
calmed His children in the midst of the storm.

Restoring our Hope and 
Repairing our Homes 

As a part of our donor family, we 
want to keep you informed about the 
impact of the recent hurricanes on 
our children and facilities. 

Boys Ranch (Live Oak) 
The Boys Ranch is home for nearly 80 boys. This 
program suffered primarily downed trees and power 
outages during Hurricanes Charley, Frances and 
Jeanne. The Boys Ranch is literally on the banks 
of the Suwannee River. After the storms, we 
witnessed the water surge out of the banks rising 

ear some of our roads and buildings. 

Yi uth Villa (Bartow) 
Th Youth Villa is the home of 48 girls and received 
the ost damage. Hurricanes Charley, Frances 
and Jeanne all were direct hits on the campus. We 

ere wi out power for days and have had three 
major cl ups after the storms. Damage included 
loss of the barn roof and many large trees down 

At the Youth

brought a tree

cabin right off Its foundation. Significant tree damage occurred 
throughout the camp. 
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(some on roofs, porches and fences). We also had 
flooding and damage to a large part of our citrus 
grove. 

Youth Ranch - Bradenton/ Sarasota 
The Youth Ranch - Bradenton/Sarasota is home to 
28 boys. This program was evacuated several times 
and inaccessible due to flooding of the road. Loss 
of power, trees down and debris were experienced 
during hurricanes Charley, Frances and Jeanne. 
Food was spoiled and schools were closed. 

Youth Ranch - Safety Harbor 
The Youth Ranch - Safety Harbor is home to 30 
boys and girls. This program suffered less damage 
than the others but had power outages, trees down 
and some flooding in one of the homes. 

Caruth Camp (Inglis) 
Caruth Camp is one of the sites for Project 
Harmony, an award-winning program for middle 
school children. Caruth Camp was hit by several of 
the storms and experienced many trees down, 
flooding, and loss of power for a week. Because of 
the storms, we had to cancel several weeks of 
programming for various schools. 

Youth Camp (Barberville) 
Like Caruth Camp, the Youth Camp hosts Project 
Harmony, Summer Camp and other short term 
programs throughout the year. Flooding, downed 
trees and damage to buildings were suffered in 
several storms. Power was out for almost a week 
and several weeks of programming had to be 
cancelled. Staff could not even get into the camp 
for several clays because of trees and power lines 
blocking the road. 



Two large trees fell in the opposite direction of Merrill 
Cottage. Had they gone the other way, both would have 
landed on the roof over the boys bedrooms. One Boys 
Ranch work crew climbed in the tree for the photo on 
the cover of The Rancher before they went to work 
clearing the massive debris.

Hurricane Jeanne brought out the strength of aH our 
kids. These boys at the Youth Ranch in Bradenton used 
their muscles and might to help clean up the campus. 

In front of Flink Cottage at the Youth Ranch In 
Bradenton, this tree shattered the concrete 
walkway. Once again, we were blessed that the 
tree did not fall in a different direction. 

Opportunity Stores 
Our three Opportunity Stores (thrift stores) are 
located in Crystal River, Dunedin and Live Oak. 
They provide a good source of revenue to the 
programs by selling donated non-cash items. We did 
not have extensive damage, but suffered lost 
revenue due to store closings and loss of power. 

The Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches seives over 
6,000 children each year. These children come to 
us from tough situations, and we do our best to 
help them get their lives in order and prepare them 
to become law-abiding, productive citizens. 
Together, we weathered these storms and worked 
feivently to repair our children's homes. 

Because of the generous support of our donor 
family, hope has been restored. With your help, we 
will continue nearly 50 years of service as "Florida's 
Charity For Florida's Children.'

Today, this self­
assured, confident 
young woman is on 
the honor roll and 
looking ahead to a 
bright and productive 
future. She is eating 
healthier, exercises 
regularly and feels very 
good about her 
tremendous progress. 

"I want to be a leader on 
campus and encourage other girls 
to take advantage of opportunities 
here at the Youth Ranch. I care about 
them and don't want to see them get 
in trouble. 

There are other kids at school who 
actually wish they were at a program 
like the Ranch ... they know they 
wouldn't have so much freedom - they 
take advantage of the freedom - push it to the 
limit and end up in trouble ... when there are no 
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limits at home - kids will find trouble, I know 
because I did!" 

Crystal speaks very highly about her Cottage 
Parents, Mom and Pop Orkney. "We have a great 
relationship. I want to have this type of 
relationship with my kids when I get older. Pop 
always supports me, encourages me, and 
compliments me on my grades. He says, 'You 
are a smart girl, but you can make smarter 
decisions!' 

The Orkneys must have a special gift from

Christopher graduated 
from high school with 
honors and was in the 
top 10% of his class. 
He earned a two-year 
scholarship to a local 
community college, but 
completed all the 
course work in just one 
year. He moved on to 
Florida State University 
as a Junior with plans 
to attend law school 
and eventually become 
a judge.

Christopher's father, DeSoto County Sheriff 
Johnny Fugate, enjoyed a vei:y close 
relationship with his children. As a family, they 
spent many hours together fishing, camping or 
traveling to ballgames. He loved his sons and 
was quite proud of them. 

As Christopher got older, they still talked 
evei:y single day- either on the phone or in 
person. The Sheriff recalled an incredibly 
mature discussion he had with his son while 
working the in barn at their home before he left 
for FSU .... "Baseball has been fun, but it will not 
be my career. I have wanted to be a judge since 
the 6th grade and plan to devote 100% of my 
energy toward meeting that goal. It is time for 
me to move on ... " His dad wasn't surprised - he 
had learned some time ago - both of his sons 
were his heroes. 

Debi Fugate shared a similar sentiment from a 
mother's perspective. "Half my heart went to 
Christopher when he was born; four years later, 
I gave the other half to "Putter." Christopher 
loved "Putter" and "Putter" adored 
Christopher ... my boys (including dad) are the 
love of my life. 

Christopher was a caring and devoted big 
brother. When they were little, he obseived 
Bi:yan circling around the small island in the 
kitchen on a small trike and when asked what 
his brother was doing, Christopher replied, 
"He's ok - he's just "puttering" around the 
kitchen." The name stuck and today the gift of 

a nickname will forever 
represent the bond of love 
between these two brothers. 

Despite the heartache and 
ever present void left by the 
loss of their beloved son, the 
Fugate family decided to 
honor and remember 
Christopher with yet another 
act of great kindness. They 

have established the Christopher John Fugate 
Memorial Endowment Fund to help the boys 
and girls seived by the Florida Sheriffs Youth 
Ranches. 

Through the tears of parents who feel such 
deep pain, the Fugates stand strong and share 
their beliefs. "We value family. Many of the 
Ranch kids lack what we had ... We know the 
difference! We fought so hard to save 
Christopher's life, and we see others throwing 
away their children ... it is so difficult for us to 
understand. However, we believe the gifts 
made in his memoi:y will help other children. 
We want to share Christopher's special gift of 
kindness with those who need it most." 

To honor and remember their beloved son Christopher, the Fugate 
family has established the Christopher J. Fugate Memorial 
Endowment Fund. They Intend to present a generous check each 
year In his memory. Youth Ranches President Roger Bouchard 
accepts the first check from Putter Fugate, Debi Fugate and DeSoto 
County Sheriff Johnny Fugate.
